The GreenWays Initiative, announced March 1, is a comprehensive effort aimed at improving the quality of
life in the region by connecting communities through linear greenways, open spaces, natural habitats, trails
and waterways. Through the GreenWays Initiative, the Community Foundation will soon begin providing
grants to area nonprofits and government agencies to help do the pre-development work and construction for
greenways. Programs will also be offered to engage the public in learning about and enjoying new trails, parks
and greenways.

The goal of the CFSEM’s GreenWays Initiative is to demonstrate the importance and benefits of building and
connecting greenways throughout Wayne, Oakland, Macomb, Monroe, Washtenaw, St. Clair and Livingston
counties. Greenways are linear open spaces, including habitat and trails, that link parks, nature reserves,
cultural features and historic sites with each other, for recreation and conservation purposes.
